Reading for progress 

 
Daily- Mon- Thursday 

Our expectation is that children read their ‘Reading for Progress’ book daily 
during the week at home. This shoud be recorded in their Home/School 
Communication Book. Your child should be able to read this book 
confidently - please listen to your child do this as discussing what they read 
is invaluable. 

 
Reading for pleasure 

 
At the weekend- Fri- 

Sun 
 

A book of your child’s choice or their ‘Sharing’ book should be read at the 
weekend. Again, please talk about this with your child. 
 

Upon reading 50 times at home (whether that be reading for progress or pleasure), your child will be given a 
token for our book vending machine, and they can choose a book from it to keep. 

Numbots Our expectation is that children spend three times a week practising their 
subitising skills and adding and subtracting within 10 and 20 on Numbots. 
This programme is personalised to your child’s needs,  ensuring progress is 
made. 

Phonics Our expectation is that your child will work through the phonics homework 
sheet to learn how to pronounce and recognise new graphemes. They will 
then be expected to practise reading and writing the words and sentences 
at the bottom of the page by blending and segmenting the sounds. 
We also expect the children to practise their letter formation bu using a 
pencil to trace over the letters then to have a go at forming it correctly on 
their own. Please reinforce the correct formation by saying the rhyme at the 
bottom of the page as they write each letter.
